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Hamiota &  District Recycling éééééééééé..  submitted by Jo Ann Ramsey 
In 1998 the Hamiota and District Recycling Group made its first donation back to the community ï  $1000 to the 

Hamiota Aquatic Centre. Recycling weights and product prices have increased since then and donations up to the end 

of August 2011 now total just under $100,000. Over $33,000 has been turned back to the town to help run the  

recycling program and  $65,900 has been given out locally. 2011 recipients include Mid West Recreation (Gymnastics 

start up), Golf Course, Aquatic Centre, Sports Complex, Hamiota Seniors Council, and the Community Centre. 

In June, two large half ton truck loads of E Waste were taken to the Shoal Lake depot. A collection day in Hamiota will be held before the 

Shoal Lake depot closes for the season at the end of October. Watch for posters. Individuals can also call the landfill at Shoal Lake to make 

arrangements to drop off items such as T.V.s, VCRs and computers. 

By now most residents will have noticed the new blue beverage recycling bins at areas such as the ball diamonds, campgrounds, and golf 

course. These bins were paid for by the Canadian Beverage Container Recycling Association (CBCRA) which was created by the beverage 

companies. Beverage companies estimate that over 30% of beverages are consumed away from home and these bins were provided free of 

charge to municipalities to help increase recycling. 

Blue boxes and pamphlets with recycling information are available at the Municipal Office. A quick look at the landfill (or at the road from 

town to the landfill) confirms that not everyone is on board with recycling yet. Much of this recyclable material is being hauled right past 

the recycling depot. Please drop it off in the crate in front of our collection depot on Maple Avenue or come when workers are there and we 

can help you with questions you may have or ééééé.call Jo Ann Ramsey at 764-2789.
